The NDIA has published the Specialist Disability Accommodation (SDA) Decision Paper on Pricing and Payments which 
sets out the benchmark pricing and payments approach for funding of the land and built elements of SDA under the NDIS. 
 

SDA refers to specialist housing solutions for participants that assists with the delivery of supports which cater for their 
significant functional impairment and/or very high support needs. 
 

SDA is not intended for all people with a disability.  The Agency will work closely with states and territories, housing 
authorities, and communities to identify opportunities to address the broader accessible and affordable housing 
challenges for people with disability. 
 

Participants that require access to SDA will have funding included in their plan to cover the capital cost of providing this 
accommodation.  Participants will also make a reasonable rental contribution towards their accommodation.

Two states pass legislation to reduce red tape for charities 
 

David Locke, Acting Commissioner of the ACNC announced that the passage of legislation in both South Australia and 
Tasmania that will significantly reduce red tape for registered charities. 
 

South Australia 
 

On 24
th

 May 2016, the South Australian Parliament passed the Statutes Amendment (Commonwealth registered Entities) 
Bill 2016. 
 

The Bill reduces red tape for incorporated associations in South Australia that are ACNC registered charities by no longer 
requiring them to submit information to their state regulator.  They will simply file their Annual Information Statement to 
the ACNC. 
 

All charities registered with the ACNC will also no longer need to apply for a fundraising licence in South Australia, nor will 
they have to file an annual return to the state government.  This will be a significant reduction in time and resources, not 
only for charities based in South Australia but any who fundraise there, or who do so nationally.  The Bill’s 
implementation date is 1

st
 January 2017.
